iy State Byway that has received the Fed-
; le.-;w;lﬁlsu eral Highway Administration’s premiere
designation as an “All-American Road.”
At the core of the Byway is the intercon-
nected waterway consisting of the upper
Hudson River, Champlain Canal, Lake
George, Lake Champlain, Richelieu
River and Chambly Canal. Travelers will

find history and recreation linked to the
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communities, bringing to life the early
nation building activities of the United
States and Canada. Drive the highway,
boat the canal, ride the train, bike the
back roads, dive through shipwrecks, sail
the lakes, and walk the historic hamlets.
Each “Waypoint Community” offers
the visitor lodging, dining and shopping
opportunities — look for the Lakes to
Locks Passage Heritage Center, often
the local museum or library, where com-
munity members present a unique “win-
dow” to their history.
