The Shoreline Trail is a 3.5 mile long 
scenic hiking and mountain biking 
trail that begins just below the Blue 
Oaks Group Area and parallels the 
high water mark of the Reservoir to 
Buzzard Point.  Along the way, the 
Shoreline trail traverses spectacular 
wildflower displays in the spring,  
passes by large Quartz outcroppings, 
offers unique vistas of Don Pedro 
Lake, Don Pedro Dam and the Sierra 
Nevada Range to the east, and is 
always a great place to view wildlife, 
waterfowl, Bald Eagles, Ospreys, 
Red-Tailed Hawks and Great Blue 
Herons .                
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Total trail length is 
3.5 miles from 

Trailhead to Trail End
